Old Lyme’s July Midsummer Festival celebrates the town’s artistic
heritage with two days of festivities! Join us Friday night for art
open houses and a concert, or take part in Saturday’s activities.



Located on the east bank of the picturesque Connecticut
River and the shore of Long Island Sound, the Lyme and Old Lyme
areas include splendid and unspoiled tidal marshes, tributaries
and estuaries. Boating, canoeing and kayaking opportunities are
abundant with several areas of public access available. A map
of canoe and kayak routes is available from the DEP, which has
its Long Island Sound headquarters on Ferry Road in Old Lyme.
Hamburg Cove, located in Lyme, is well known as one of the
most special and popular boating destinations in the northeast.
The Old Lyme beaches are also a favorite vacation destination
with hundreds of beach area cottages for rent and public access
beaches available at Soundview, White Sand and Rogers Lake.

World renowned as the birthplace of American Impressionist
Art, the art culture is thriving with the Florence Griswold
Museum, Lyme Art Association, numerous private galleries and
an accredited arts school, the Lyme Academy College of Fine
Arts. Take a walk on historic Lyme Street in Old Lyme to see the
museum and galleries as well as an intriguing variety of shops. This
special part of town also includes historic landmarks, such as the
First Congregational Church at the south end of Lyme Street, the
Phoebe Griffin Noyes Library and Memorial Town Hall.

Wonderful restaurants, inns, antique shops and golf courses
add to the exciting variety of activities available such as fishing,
horseback riding, bicycling and tennis. Nearby towns provide
more splendid parks, historical landmarks and activities. Among
the more well known attractions are Mystic Seaport, Mystic
Aquarium, Gillette Castle, Goodspeed Opera House, Ivoryton
Playhouse, Fort Trumbull, Rocky Neck State Park and Harkness

Memorial State Park.




The Town of Lyme offers a scenic rural landscape nestled in
the hills of S.E. Connecticut along the shores of the picturesque
Connecticut River. Settled by Europeans in the 1600’s, Lyme’s
Eight Mile River Valley was purchased in 1669 from a Native
American tribal leader names Chapeto. Later, the Joshuatown
region was purchased from Joshua, the third son of an Indian
Sachem called Uncas.

With a population of just over 2,000, Lyme offers a singular
quality of life realized by both residents and visitors alike.
Conservation-minded residents, organizations and community
leaders have greatly contributed to the wonderful open space
quality of the town. Lyme features two quaint commercial
centers, Hamburg Cove and Hadlyme, where social activities are
coordinated and enjoyed by all.




Devil’s Hopyard State Park

reveals the built-in couches, table trackway, and woodcarvings
that all point to the creative genius that was William Gillette.

Harkness Memorial State Park

elegant summer mansion of the Harkness family set on over
230 seaside acres of sweeping lawns, with stately trees and
spectacular gardens.

Nehantic State Forest

Rte 156, Lyme
Nehantic was the first state forest in New London County. The
forest takes its name from the Nehantic Indians, whose ranging
grounds once extended from Wecapaug Brook, in what is now
Rhode Island, to the Connecticut River. Shortly before the
settlers arrived the Pequots had invaded Nehantic territory and
annexed about half of the land claimed by the tribe.

Rocky Neck State Park

fishing. Look for hawks, cranes and herons. Rocky Neck provides
something for all members of the family.

Sound View Beach
